IMPROVEMENTS

The following shall be completed prior to the subsivnof any plans.
1. Perform a Sanitary Sewer Capacity Study. (SeerdeantiSanitary Sewer Capacity Study Critgria

The following improvements shall be performed asditions for plan review.
2. Install a backflow protection device.
3. Upsize sanitary sewer lateral to 6” diameter if¢herent sanitary sewer lateral is less than 6ingiger.
4. Pay for plan check / inspection / connection feéctviis determined by equivalent fixture count.
5. Obtain a sanitary sewer lateral compliance cediidromEast Bay M unicipal District (EBM UD), if required.

GRAVITY GREASE INTERCEPTOR

6. If one is not currently installed, or if one is pemtly installed but undersized, the applicant muostall a properly

b. See chapter 10 of the Uniform Plumbing Code fodglines on gravity grease interceptor sizing.
c. Piping for the gravity grease interceptor must Bedtmeter and comply with District Standards.
(PVCI/ABS piping is not allowed. See document Geh&uidelines).

EBMUD inspee&Es
with gravity grease interceptors to verify that travity grease interceptor service frequency egadte.

SANITARY SEWER CAPACITY STUDY CRITERIA

PURPOSE

The sanitary sewer capacity study shall analyzertipact of the proposed project on the capacityhefexisting sanitary
sewer system. The developer shall pay for allscastociated with the study. If a study is reglire "will serve” letter
will be issued until the District determines thguied improvements, if any. This will not appty grojects within the San
Pablo Specific Plan Area (SPSPA).

TRIGGER

For only those projects not within the SPSPA, dtaansewer study shall be required for a propgeeject if it exceeds one
or more of the following criteria:

1. 10 or more residential dwelling units

2. 10,000 square feet of office or commercial facility

3. 1,000 square feet of restaurant

4. Laundromat and/or industrial laundry

5. Any other project that may create a new connedipricluding an alternative use of existing cortioeg that will

exceed the sewer capacity of existing sewer lingetermined by the District.

CRITERIA

1. At a minimum, two manhole locations shall be flovemitored for a two-week wet weather period to detae
existing flow characteristics. The locations shelat the sewer line nearest the project site ahtice nearest trunk
line. The monitoring shall be dynamic, continuond &e recorded at 15-minute intervals.

2. The analysis of this data will use the followingagimg factors for dry weather flow:

4.5 for local lines
1.5 for trunk lines

3. Inlieu of wet weather monitoring, wet weather flaill be calculated at 400% of peak dry weathewflo

4. Fixture unit equivalents shall be used to deterntireeamount of proposed project flow.

5. The average family unit shall be 3.0 persons pademce and 100 gal/person/day for proposed retsd@ows.
